Our studios are in the garden level of St. Scholastica Academy 

at 7416 N. Ridge Boulevard, between Touhy Avenue and 

Howard Street.  Use the south driveway for free parking be-

hind the building.  Please do not park in the circle in front of 

the Academy (Chicago Fire Department rules). 
 

The CBA entrance is at the southwest corner doorway, rear of 

the building, opposite the parking lot.  Please do not enter the 

building through the front doors of St. Scholastica.  CBA stu-

dents and parents/guardians may not go to other floors in the 

building.

Hair in a neat bun, or worn securely 

up and back, off the face and neck.  No ponytails.   

Boys:  white close-fitting tee shirt, black tights or bike pants, 

thin white socks, white or black ballet slippers. 
 

Tardy students will not be allowed to participate in class.  

Please be ready to dance 5 minutes before class begins.
